Recommendation: *

To engage Parcs to complete an annual CSA Inspection and subsequent report, of the WPCC Playground Equipment.

Background: *

The WPCC Playground Equipment is inspected and maintained on a regular basis. As an example, there are weekly and
monthly inspections reports completed by staff and loghooks maintained. The safety surface is also rotor-tilled in the
spring, which fluffs up the hard packed sand from the winter.

Analysis: *

As new playground equipment is in the capital forecast for the near future, it is prudent to have a 3rd party inspection and
maintenance company, perform an thorough inspection and provide a follow-up report for the Municipality.

The budgeted amount includes the inspection and report cost, plus minor maintenance. Keeping in mind that any major
maintenance, requires an upgrade to CSA current code.
