Subject: *

Glen Alda Community Centre (GACC) Structural Integrity Inspection




Recommendation: *

To perform a structural integrity inspection on the GACC in 2024.

Background: *

The GACC is a century old one room school house that was converted into a little community centre approximately 60+
years ago.

During a recent interior renovation, it was noticed that the building rim joist was at or just below ground level for the
rear-half of the building. The property slopes towards the road, so the front-half is above ground level. This was noticed
when removing the layers of siding at the rear of the building while improving the rear entrance and making it accessible.
The contractor reported that the rim joist, although old, seemed fine.

Analysis: *

Noting the above, it is advised that a structural integrity inspection is completed to ensure the rim joist is in a good state of
repair and remains protected. Although the property has never had a change to its current grade, and the current grade
does not direct storm water towards the building, it may be necessary to make some grade adjustments, thereby ensuring
water does not pool or sit next to the building.

The budgeted amount includes $6,000. for the structural integrity inspection and report, and $10,000. for other anticipated

costs.
